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1. Summary 

This document describes the stakeholder involvement within the MOVECIT project Pilot action in the 

Czech Republic. The majority of the stakeholder involvement happened in the municipality of Litoměřice. 

The municipality of Litoměřice is the pilot city in Czechia, where two workplace mobility plans were 

developed and adapted; they were prepared for two institutions – the city hall and the city hospital. The 

stakeholders meetings and stakeholders involvement were closely connected to the pilot actions as well as 

other connected deliverables and outputs (D.T3.2.4.: Workplace mobility plan for Litoměřice city; 

D.T3.2.4.: Workplace mobility plan for Litoměřice city hospital, D.T.3.3.2: Report on Implementation of 

pilot action 2 in CZ, O.T3.1: 13 mobility plans developed for 13 central Europe municipality’s units to 

fostering CO2 reduction and O.T3.2: Pilot actions implementation of mobility plans’ measures for low 

carbon mobility planning in functional urban area). 

The stakeholders were invited to take part in two mobility teams and to cooperate with the Czech 

Environmental Partnership Foundation on its development. The format of the meetings was more or less 

repetitive. At the beginning, representatives of the MOVECIT team provided introduction to the 

problem/topic, which was followed by discussion on the topic and situation in Litoměřice. These 

discussions were very important since they served as a good feedback and a source of data. Some 

stakeholders have joined the mobility teams since the beginning and provided us with the information 

during the whole time of the project duration. Others joined us later in the process. 

We have also been in contact with external stakeholders. Most of external stakeholders participated at an 

important and quite well attended training for municipalities in October 2017. A part of this training was a 

workshop where the stakeholders involved in mobility planning process participated. 

The stakeholders provided us very important information due to their local knowledge of the premises, 

needs of employees and the local context. They also contributed to the final decisions on the pilot actions 

such as what type of charging stations should be purchased, where they should be installed etc. The 

communication with the stakeholders was necessary for a successful implementation of the pilot action.

First it was introduced to the 

group by a trial (they filled in the survey first) and then we discussed if it is a good format for the real 

data collection or of there are some things which need to be changed according to the situation at the city 

hall, city climate and possibilities. The stakeholders were very useful in providing us with the information 

needed for successful data collection. 

 

4.4. Stakeholder Meeting No. 4 

This meeting was very important for the stakeholder involvement because the mobility team partly 

consisted of the stakeholders has been set up at this meeting. This mobility team had partly consultancy 

role of successful implementation of the pilot action. 

Another very important role was the staff travel survey, because part of the staff travel survey was to gain 

some knowledge how exactly implement to pilot to be the most successful. First it was introduced to the 

group by a trial (they filled in the survey first) and then we discussed if it is a good format for the real 

data collection or of there are some things which need to be changed according to the situation at the city 

hall, city climate and possibilities. The stakeholders were very useful in providing us with the information 

needed for successful data collection. 
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4.5. Stakeholder Meeting No. 5 

This meeting had an important role because we have shared the data from the staff travel survey with the 

mobility team.

We have pointed out the most important data, that we have gathered and provided the 

results which were surprising and which started a lively discussion. With this data we had an important 

base point to start thinking about the measures which can be done and how can the pilot action be 

implemented. The employee’s feedback on mobility situation from the survey was then discussed by the 

mobility team and relevant measures to solve mentioned problems were mentioned. 

 

4.7. Stakeholder Meeting No. 7 

This meeting was very informal, because it was organized as a part of a campaign a day before car free 

day. We have invited the relevant stakeholders to meet us in front of the City hall, where the campaign 

for employees took place. They came individually and we have discussed a possible way of cooperation 

between them and the city or within the project and also gathered their expertize opinion about the pilot 

action since they were external stakeholders with knowledge of necessary infrastructure.

This meeting was part of D.T2.3.2 – Transnational report on seven regional trainings for municipalities on 

tools for mobility plans. We have familiarized the stakeholders with the works on the mobility plan which 

have been done so far and discussed other steps which will be taken in a matter of creation of the 

workplace mobility plan and what role do they have. Another important issue was the debate about the 

pilot action – purchase of e-bikes, where the stakeholders were very helpful in addressing the needs of the 

municipality and employees in more detail than in previous meetings.

4.10. Stakeholder Meeting No. 10 

This meeting was part of D.T2.3.2 – Transnational report on seven regional trainings for municipalities on 

tools for mobility plans. The program divided into three sections:  
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1. Wider framework - linking the institutional mobility plan to the city's transport policy 

a. Presentation of transport projects of Litoměřice 

b. Introducing the Sustainable Urban Mobility Plan 

c. Survey of traffic behaviour of the inhabitants of Litoměřice 

d. Transport model for Litoměřice 

2. Institutional Plan for Mobility of the Municipal Office and the Municipal Hospital of Litoměřice 

a. Presentation of the mobility plan methodology 

b. Results of the survey of the transport behaviour of employees 

3. Workshop about public transportation, cycling and parking. 

a. Identification of the current problems of urban mobility in Litoměřice from the point of 

view of its users 

b. Specification of draft measures to improve conditions for users of public and bicycle 

transport 

The main obstacles to the development of public, cycling and pedestrian traffic in Litoměřice were 

formulated. Training participants have created a list of recommended actions to improve conditions for 

the development of sustainable mobility. The topic of pilot action was (apart from spontaneous debates) 

mainly tackled in sections 2 and 3. 

 

4.11. Stakeholder Meeting No. 11 

At this meeting the pilot action was one of the main issues discussed. The purpose of the pilot action was 

debated along with the reasons for and ageing usage of the pilot by public or only by the employees of the 

municipality and hospital. Another point for debate was introduction of specific types of charging stations 

and options of the market and its price range. The location of the charging stations was also discussed. 

The mobility team agreed that the charging stations should be installed at three municipal building and 

the last one should be installed at the hospital, when there will be no legal or other barriers for this not to 

happen. External stakeholders from Transport research centre attended this meeting to make the mobility 

planning more incorporated into the city mobility plan. 

 

4.12. Stakeholder Meeting No. 12 

The hospital was informed about the decisions made by the mobility team at the municipality and the 

possibility to install one of the charging stations at the premises of the hospital. Hospital mobility agrees 

to the installation under the condition that their lawyer will rule out possible legal complications and the 

set up the legal relationship between the hospital and the municipality so there are no future 

disagreements. 

 

4.13. Stakeholder Meeting No. 13 

The action plan of the mobility plan of the municipality of Litoměřice is introduced along with the final 

version of implementation of the pilot. This is discussed and agreed on by the mobility team. The team 

also accepts the measure which states further development of the pilot action in case of its success 

(purchase of more e-bikes etc.). The mobility team is informed that the bikes are at this point already 

purchased and they are being spread out to their caretakers and the charging stations will be installed 

during June 2018 and there will be a press conference held to make and emphasis on the pilot. 
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4.14. Stakeholder Meeting No. 14 

The hospital mobility team agrees to the charging station installations and further communication to 

ensure successful installation is set up.  
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5. Expected effects and follow up 

The involvement of the stakeholders was very crucial for the pilot action implementation. By involving the 

stakeholders, we have received a much better and closer perspective of the situation which is now at the 

municipality and in the hospital. One of the achievements was that the stakeholders accepted the 

invitation to the mobility team and became one working body. Even though they are not an executive 

force themselves, they are very important source of information for us. They have contributed with a lot 

of useful information regarding the pilot action, especially by their detailed knowledge of the situation 

and space. Another success is that in the mobility teams there are the stakeholders from the municipal 

and hospital departments which have the biggest influence on possibilities that can become a reality. By 

working together, they become more active by themselves and they are interested in the topic.  

The follow up activities of the stakeholders are not many since the implementation of the pilot action is 

finished and the system is set up. However, they can better the system and make some changes that can 

make the pilot action even more effective. Some meetings of the mobility teams are planned before the 

project comes to the end so we can gather this useful information and put the improvements to action. 

The pilot also needs to be monitored, but this monitoring is done mostly by each bike caretaker; the bike 

caretakers belong to other stakeholders who will be invited to the discussion.
