2. Invitation and Agenda

The open industrial heritage day in germany traditionally takes place on the second Sunday in 
September. The various events are coordinated by the municipality and the district administration. In 
2020, the concept was initially changed to a virtual tour within the municipality due to the corona 
pandemic. The district administration had nevertheless made it possible for individual objects to be 
opened to visitors under special protective measures. The list of opened objects was published on the 
district's homepage. This also included the historic industrial site Muldenhütten with the Huthaus 
property. There was also an announcement in the regional newspaper. 

The opening of the historic industrial site Muldenhütten took place between 9 a.m. and 1 p.m. on 
September 13th.  
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3. Minutes

The visitors had the opportunity to see both the historic industrial site Muldenhütten as well as the 
Huthaus. Special tours were planned for both objects. The transnational photo exhibition could be 
viewed in the Huthaus, and visitors also received information on the history of the Huthaus, the refresh 
project and the scenarios of subsequent use. 

On the historic industrial site Muldenhütten group tours of up to 20 people were offered at intervals of 
30 minutes.  

4. Summary

The further development of the historic industrial site Muldenhütten is a central goal of regional 
development in the context of the UNESCO World Heritage Montanregion Erzgebirge. To achieve this 
goal, a variety of activities should be used so that the citizens of the city and their guests can find out 
more about the location and its development goals. The open industrial heritage day offered a good 
opportunity for this. More than 150 visitors used the day to find out about the development of the 
location and the Huthaus. A repeat of the event is planned for the next year.
