Jihlava - On Monday, May 22, 2017, an International Workshop on Energy Performance Contracting (EPC) and Demand Side Management (DSM) took place at the Regional Authority of the Vysočina Region. The aim of the "INTERREG CENTRAL EUROPE 2014-2020 TOGETHER” project is to initiate improvements in the energy efficiency of buildings in Central European public administration by involving users in energy management and to change the vision of building views as a whole of functions and relationships Between physical space, technological devices, and user behavioral needs.
